High School do this every day in their new Robotics 

class. 

Central High School stepped into the Robotics arena 

last year with the introduction of  Colt—a robot that 

was designed to compete in the FIRST Robotics 

Competition in March 2016.  The team did well and 

interest in robotics grew at the school.  Central High 

School offered a Robotics class for the first time in 

August 2016. 

The high school was awarded a grant from  the 

Virginia Department of Education for a Cyber 

Security summer camp last summer and as a result of 

the grant funding,  Lego robots, VEX robots, Boe Bot 

robots, STEM 

electrical system 

modules, etc. were 

purchased for the 

new Robotics class.  

These robot systems 

allow students in the 

classroom to build circuits, write computer 

programs for robots to perform certain tasks, build 

and design robots that are designed to complete a 

specific programmed task, etc.  Students focus on 

electrical engineering, mechanical engineering, and 

computer science in the class and critical thinking 

skills are constantly reinforced during the class.  

In addition to the engaging hands on class, the 

Portable Chargers team meets after school to 

prepare for the March

competition.  This year’s 

robot will again compete 

in several competitions 

and we wish them much 

luck and safe travels.
